The Method includes the study design, population, sample, data sources, technique/instruments of data collection, and data analysis procedure. New methods and protocols should be described in detail, while well-established methods can be briefly described and appropriately cited. Any license used for the tools of analyzing research data should be mentioned. Research articles reporting large datasets deposited in a publicly available database should specify where the data have been deposited and provide the relevant accession numbers before publication.
